The zoning in mast of the park is classified as RM (Resaurce Management). Adjacent to the park is land that is classified R-1 (One-Family Residential District)
and TPZ (Timberland Preserve Zone) (County of San Mateo, 2017a). The County's Land Use Map shows the park as designated Rural and Public Recreation
(San Mateo County, 2017b). Adjacent lands are designated for low density residential, open space, timber production, and private recreation uses.

The San Mateo County Parks Department and the Department of Public Works (hereafter referred to generally as the County) propese to implement the
Memorial Park Wastewater Treatment Facilities Improvement Project within unincorporated San Matec County, California. The proposed project includes
improvements fo the existing wastewater freatment system, including replacement of the existing wastewater treatment plant (WWTP), repairs and/or
replacement of pipes and manhoales, and other necessary upgrades to the system from wastewater conveyance to disposal. Activities are proposed to occur in
Memorial Park, which is near the community of Loma Mar, in unincorparated San Mateo County, California. Project construction would occur in phases. Phase 1,
which would involve improvements to the WWTP, would begin in 2019 and be completed over an approximately 12-month peried. Phase 2 would involve
improvements to the wastewater collection system, and would also occur over an approximately 12-month period. The two phases could overlap by
approximately 6 months. Construction activities would take place during daytime hours from 7:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.
