Enclosed for your review and comment is a notice from the Department of Interior, 
Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) regarding the above referenced application for transfer of 
land to Indian trust. Transferring land from private ownership to Indian trust removes the 
land from the property tax roll and essentially exempts it from State and local codes and 
regulations. For example, development of Indian trust land is not subject to either local 
zoning codes or the California Enviromnental Quality Act. 

Please review the proposal and respond to the BIA within 30 days ofreceipt of this 
notice, with concurrent copies to the State Clearinghouse, the California Department of 
Justice (to the attention of Deputy Attorney General Sara Drake).
