PROJECT TITLE: Statewide Medication Distribution Phase il - SEU

Description Of Nature, Purpose, And Beneficiaries Of Project: The purpose of ‘this project is to design and construct
medication distribution rooms (MDRs) and medication preparation rooms (MPRs) within multiple California Department of
Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR) facilities. See attached list for the statewide facility locations. All work shall be
compliant with CDCR Design Criteria and Construction Policy Guidelines, Building Codes, Americans With Disabilities Act,
and State Fire Marshal Requirements. The following describes both MDR and MPR projects:

WMDR: Lack cf adequate MDRs and windows for the inmates does not allow for timely, effective,-and secure medication
distribution. Without adeguate medicaticn distribution windews, nursing staff are exposed to safety risks daily. Medication
distribution is performed on the dayroom floor where inmates have open access. There is a possibility that medications could
be stolen or vandalized due to the medication cart helng in the open dayroom rather than in a secured room. WiFi data
“connectivity is also not available on the dayraom floor for access to information management systems for review of inmate-
patient medical records. As a result, nursing staff are unable to access electronic health care records from the dayroom which
prevants nursing staff from resclving any discrepancies that could lead to medication errors. The existing system also requires
a subsequent activity after distribution is completed to record the medication that has been provided to each inmate. This
existing medication distribution system is susceptible to medication errors which can lead to deterioration of an inmate-
patisnt's medical condition, potentially subjecting CDCR to medical liability claims.

MPR: The existing MPRs are Inadequately sized to accommeodate the medication preparation nursing functions and there is
no secure location to store medicaticns. The spaces lack sinks in the medication room violating infection control standards. In
addition, the spaces have inadequate Heating, Ventilation, and Air Conditicning (HVAC) systems, leading to spoilage and
degradation of medications, inadequate clinical respanse to medications, and the possibility for further health complications
for inmate-patients. : ‘ .

These improvements will increase staff productivity and safety as well as ensure compﬁancé with the Plata Court by providing
timely inmate-patient access to medication. The project will not change the overall use of the existing faciity.
