The proposed Project includes modifications to accommodate the existing students at Garfield Community School. The
existing Site consists of one pre-existing two-story building, 26 class rooms, one science lab, one technology lab, one
special day class, two resource specialist classrooms, five child development center classrooms, one multi-use building,
one library, and one turf play field. Modernization of the school site will consist of installation of wireless and VOIP
infrastructures, the addition of eight interim portables, upgrades to electrical systems, replacement of drinking fountains,
improved fencing and security, upgrades to doors and windows, modernized signage, and improved fire alarms.
Reconfiguration of parking spaces will result in a total of forty-three spaces which includes two dedicated accessible
spaces and three clean air spaces, where there were originally forty-four total parking spaces; a net loss of one parking
space.
