Project Decription (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Citrus Heights Electric Greenway Trail Project is a proposed 2.9 mile (class 1) multi-use path to be located in Citrus
Heights that largely follows an existing SMUD electric transmission corridor. The proposed trail would span between
Arcade Creek Park Preserve to the west and Wachtel Way to the east.

The project would provide critical connectivity, increase safety and accessibility, and complete a major milestone (priority
1 project) identified in the City’'s General Plan, Pedestrian Master Plan and Bicycle Master Plan.

The project will provide connections to residences, schools, commercial centers, and the following community parks
along the corridor: Arcade Creek Park Preserve, Tempo Park, Sundance Park, Northwoods Park, C-Bar-C Park, and
Woodside Oaks/Olivine Drive Park. Numerous trees will be removed as a result of the project.

The project will include roadway improvements and new enhanced roadway crossings in several locations. The project
includes two bridges (one over Arcade Creek and one over Cripple Creek) as well as lighting along the trail.

Identify the project's significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project could have significant biological impacts; however, through pre-construction surveys, the impacts will be
avoided. Further, removal of trees will be mitigated through tree planting or participation in an in-lieu program. In addition
regulatory permits will be required for Army Corps, RWQCB, and CDFW, to mitigate the impact of stream crossings.

No known cultural or tribal cultural resources are known to be present, however, construction and inadvertent discovery
mitigation are included.

Construction of the project may necessitate the use of hazardous materials associated with construction equipment,
however, mitigation is incorporated to require best practices in utilizing these materials.

The project has the potential to increase the 100-year flood elevation associated with Cripple and Arcade Creek,
however mitigation is incorporated to ensure no overall increase in base flood elevation.

Temporary construction impacts may impact local roadways, however, a construction traffic management plan is
required to ensure these impacts are limited to less than significant levels.

If applicable, describe any of the project’s areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

Known controversy includes the perceived impacts of the trail operation on nearby properties. Neighbors have voiced
concerns with the potential for increased crime, safety, and associated concerns. Other concerns include property rights
and the use of public easements for the trail purpose as well as the use of trail for multiple user groups.

Concerns with localized drainage issues and environmental impacts associated with tree removal have been raised.
