The Project is exempt. from., CEQA pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines Section 15301 (Existing 
Facilities). Section 15301 applies to projects that consist of the operation, repair, maintenance, 
permitting, leasing, licensing, or minor alteration of existing public or private structures, facilities, 
mechanical equipment, or topographical features, involving negligible or no expansion of existing 
or former use beyond that existing at the time of the lead agency's determination. The Project 
consists of a Conditional Use Permit Amendment to realign and extend the existing, two-lane drive­
through entrance at the· McDonald Restaurant located at 8710 Elk Grove Boulevard. Minor 
improvements wiii be made for the accessible parking and landscape areas but the restaurant use 
will not be expanded. The proposed use is conditionally allowed on ·the _Ge zoned Project site 
which is surrounded by other commercial uses to the north, west, and east with single-family 
residential uses to the south. The residential development to the south is buffered by an existing six­
foot high masonry wall, a driVe aisle, and 15-20 feet of landscaping. The Project site includes 
adequate parking for the proposed use. The Project site is in an area where all public services and 
facilities are available and is not environmentally sensitive. The six-foot masonry wall will lower the 
estimated noise level to 37 dB (a T4 dB reduction) within one foot of the residential property line, 
resulting in the proposed Project's compliance with nighttime and daytime noise lev.els during all 
hours of operation. No special circumstances exist that would create a reasonable possibility that 
granting a CUP Amendment would create a significant adverse effect on the environment. 
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
