Project Description:

The proposed project would remove the existing bridge and replace it with a wider two-span,
cast-in-place pre-stressed concrete slab bridge, meeting current standards. The bridge would
be constructed on the existing alignment and new approach roadways would be constructed to
connect the bridge to the existing roadway section. The new bridge would be approximately
133 feet in length and 35 feet in width to accommodate two traffic lanes with adequate
shoulders sufficient to accommodate a Class |1l bicycle route plus barrier railing along both
sides. The new bridge would consist of a concrete slab supported on a concrete pile bent and
on concrete abutments constructed on piles at each end of the bridge.

The profile of the bridge would satisfy waterway opening requirements and provide positive
drainage off the structure to avoid discharges directly into Littlejohn's Creek. The project area is
located in Special Flood Hazard Zone AE, which represents areas subject to flooding by the
100-year flood event. The proposed project would be designed for the 100-year flow with two
feet of drift clearance (freeboard). Rock slope protection may be required on creek banks at the
bridge abutments to minimize erosion of the channel slopes and exposure of the abutment
foundations.

Stormwater runoff from Escalon-Bellota Road would be collected in ditches adjacent to the new
roadway and conveyed back into Littlejohn's Creek.
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
