The project proposes to construct turnouts on SR-20 in Nevada County and SR-193 in Placer County to ease traffic

congestion and to minimize rear end collisions by allowing slower moving traffic to pull off the travelled way, allowing
faster moving vehicles to pass.

Staging :

e Staging has not been identified in the project description above or in the current project plans. If staging is
identified outside the current project study limits, it must be cleared by either Caltrans Environmental Staff or
contractor provided Environmental specialists.
