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Thank you for ·including the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) in the 
Certification of the Draft Environmental Impact Report review process. The mission of 
Caltrans is to provide a safe, sustainable, .integrated ~rid efficieht transportation system 
to enhance California's economy and .livability. The Local Development­
lntergovemmental Review (LD-IGR) Program revie·wsland use projects and plans 
through the lenses of our mission and state planning priorities of infill; conservation1 and 
tr~vel--effiqient development. To. ensure a .safe ~nd efficient transportation system, we 
encourage early consu.ltatioh and coordination with local juris.dictions and project · 
proponents on all development projects that utilize the multimodal transportation 
network. 

The Project includes the annual removal of sediment from the Greenhorn Arm of Rollins 
R.eservoir. Due tot.he an nu.al migration of aggrega,te from Greenhorn ·creek into the 
Project Site,. the Project will be .ongoingt with the ultimate goal.of maintaining water 
storage capacity in Rollins Reservoir. . Ultim.atelyr th:e Nevada lrrigatio•n District (NID) 
would like to restore histodc water storage capacity in Rollins Reservok, retuming the 
Project Site to pre-196.5. coriditfons (following construction of Rollins. Reservoir). 
However I with the exte·nt bf sedimentbuild-up and the annual migration. of aggregate to 
the Greenhorn Arm of Rollins Reservoir! it is unlikely that NIDwill be able to fully restore 
historic water storage capacity. Three primary Project components.will be implementeq 
annually: (1) notification/mob1llzation; (2) sediment removal; and (3) demobilization. The 
Project site encompasses an areas necessary for implementation ofthe Project. This 
includes the· access road, staging areasl haul roadsi stockpile areal. and sediment 
removal area (i.e., Work Area) . ln addition, the Projectincludes implementation of a 

·water quality andmethylmercurymoriitoring ptogram. The project .site ls in 
unincorporated Nevada County, California, approximately 6 miles n6rth ofthe city of 
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Colfax on the Greenhorn Arm of Rollins Reservoir. The followfng comments are based 
on the documents received. 

Traffic Operations 

This project will not have a significant impact on the State highway network. Truck 
volumes entering the highway will be moderate most of the time and will be spread out 
over the course of the work day. The higher volumes that occur every six years on 
average 1 are not expected to meet the level of significance. 

We do not request any changes to the draft EIR; howewer, we would like to provide the 
foHowing minor comments for information only: · 

• There are several mentions of the Caltrans Safety Projecton Route 17 4. The 
current schedule is to construct this project in 2020 and 2021. However, it is a 
complex project s,o further delay iS possible~ 

• PageES-18 and page 3.12~21, the term "sighting distance'' is used. The correct 
term regarding roadways fa "sight dlstancij.ir 

• Page 3.12 ... 1 e mentions four surrounding cities/population centers: Grass Valley, 
Nevada City r Penn Valley and Relief. There is an area called nRelief1 in Nevada 
Countyf but it's the firsttime we have heard of it; rt is definitery not a population 
center. The only other major population center in Nevada. County is Truckee1 

which would likely be accessed via Interstate 80.
