The p lan includes restoration of approximately 43 acres of aquatic habitat in the Lower Yuba Rive r corridor, including side 
channe ls, backwater areas, bank scallo ps, and channel stabilization measures. Eng ineered log jams, boulders, and large woody 
material would be placed at actively e roding banks or sites with high flow velocities. The plan also includes approximately 136 
acres offloodplain lowering, g rading, and p la nting of native riparian species. 

The restoration feature footprint is 179 acres within the proposed real estate acquisition of 692 acres; temporary work area 
easements are about 6 acres and permanent road easements a re about 21 acres.
